On the above date and time, I was in the area of Augusta and Park Ave looking for some subjects that were involved
in a fight that was reported to DeKalb PD. As I was westbound on Augusta, coming up to the spot sign at Park Ave
I noticed an on coming vehicle, also coming to the stop sign, for eastbound Augusta. As I started up from the stop
sign again, I noticed the vehicle turn right onto Park Ave, which would be south, in an area where Park Ave is one
way only northbound. I then backed up my squad and also when southbound on Park Ave to stop the vehicle.
Before turning onto Park, I engaged my emergency over head lights and my wig-wag lights. I then stopped the
vehicle shortly after it proceeded through the intersection of Park and College, also disregarding the do not enter
signs at that intersection. Off. Diedrich and Rissman were in the area also, and backed me up on the traffic stop.

I called in the traffic stop and the license plate on a silver Toyota Solara, baring Illinois Reg SEll#8®. 1 approached
the vehicle and spoke with the lone occupant and driver, later identified to be Matthew J Duco, by his Illinois DL. 1
asked him for his DL and proof of insurance and he reached into his left front pocket and took out several items, one
of which was his drivers license, which he gave me. He then started looking through a number of papers to look for
his current proof of insurance. The most recent proof of insurance he could show me expired in September of 2005.

While I was speaking with Mr. Duco, I could smell a strong odor of alcohol coming from the inside of the vehicle. I
asked him if he had been drinking anything tonight, and he stated he did not have anything at all. Tasked him if he
was a student at NIU, and he stated he was, and that he was taking finals and that he was a law student. [ asked him
where he was going tonight and he stated he was going to pick up a friend. I asked him where that friend was and he
stated that she lived on Augusta. I immediately noticed that Mr. Duco had turned off of Augusta and onto Park Ave
and was driving away from Augusta when I stopped him.

I then asked him to step out of the vehicle, so I could have him perform field sobriety. He stepped out of the vehicle,
and I asked him to step to the rear of the vehicle. The first test I had him perform was the HGN test. I observed his
pupils were equal in size, that they tracked equally and there was no resting nystagmus. There was no smooth
pursuit in either eye, and there was distinct and sustained nystagmus at maximum deviation in both eyes, as well as
the onset of nystagmus prior to 45 degrees with some white showing in both eyes.

The next test I had Mr. Duco perform was the one leg stand test. I gave him the instructions on how to perform the
test, and I also demonstrated the test, and he stated he understood the instructions. While Mr. Duco was performing
the test, he swayed while balancing. He used his arms for balance and he also put his foot down on 1,012 and again
on 1,013.

The next test I had him perform was the walk and turn test. Again I explained to him how to perform the test and I
also demonstrated the test, and he stated he understood the instructions. While Mr. Duco was performing the test,
he could not keep balance while listening to instructions. He did not touch heel to toe on several steps, and he
stepped off the line and made an improper turn.
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
